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Nutrithon Duathlon to Raise Money for NCRC Student Housing 
Saturday, August 20 the Kannapolis Rotary Nutrithon Duathlon 
will raise money for future NCRC student housing.

Building student housing typifies the Rotary International’s priority on education and international relationships. The estimated cost of the Rotary sponsored house is projected to be $500,000. As an annual event, all proceeds from the Nutrithon will support the construction of the student housing.
