NCRC Partners

Founded by visionary David H. Murdock, owner of Dole Foods and Castle and Cooke, Inc., the NCRC opened in October 2008. The NCRC is anchored by the David H. Murdock Research Institute (DHMRI), the Rowan- Cabarrus Community College Biotechnology Training Center, the LabCorp BioRepository, eight of North Carolina’s top universities, and nine corporate and non-profit partners. The NCRC is an unprecedented teaming of scientists, nutritionists, public health experts, physicians, information analysts, farmers, food companies and entrepreneurs. The collaborative atmosphere has spawned over $26 million in federal research grants and spurred new public-private research collaborations.

The Campus

A key factor in successfully attracting industry, academic, and government partners is the availability of wetlab and office space that includes access to DHMRI’s state-of-the-art scientific instrumentation. DHMRI, which is housed within the 311,000-square-foot David H. Murdock Core Laboratory, offers a range of scientific capabilities from next-generation sequencing to cutting-edge confocal imaging to the study of genomics, proteomics, and metabolomics. DHMRI’s super-conducting magnet, the first NMR in the world with 950 megahertz, enables NCRC scientists to analyze molecular structure in greater detail than ever before to explain the links connecting nutrition, genes, and health.   
The 350-acre NCRC facilities also include the Nutrition Research Institute and the Plants for Human Health Institute. The Cabarrus Health Alliance building adjacent to the campus is under construction. Soon the Carolinas Healthcare building will break ground. Additional buildings with available wet lab space, medical office, and office space are planned along with a retail center, conference center, hotel and wellness center. 

Economic Driver

The NCRC is more than a place of scientific discovery. The NCRC is a vital economic driver for Kannapolis and the Charlotte region. The campus is located less than thirty minutes north of Charlotte and is part of the quickly evolving science and energy industry in the area. North Carolina is one of the top three biotech states in the nation. The NCRC gives not only Charlotte but the state another hub of scientific leadership, expertise, and employment to strength its position of life science leadership.
